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Resumen

El control del CRED en neonatos es un motivo determinante para garantizar el desarrollo y
crecimiento saludable. El presente estudio tuvo como objetivo analizar los motivos
determinantes para el control de crecimiento y desarrollo neonatal en madres del Centro de
Salud Morrope 2024. La investigacion tipo cualitativa con disefio descriptivo. Los datos se
recolectaron a través de una entrevista semiestructurada a 12 madres de neonatos. La muestra
delimitada por criterios de saturacion y redundancia, mediante el muestreo no probabilistico
por conveniencia. Los datos se procesaron y analizaron mediante el método de andlisis de
contenido tematico, con criterios de rigor ético y cientifico. En los resultados sé obtuvo tres
Categorias: motivos de asistencia para el control CRED: incentivo econdmico de la madre por
la asistencia del control CRED para cubrir necesidad; aceptacion, compromiso y
responsabilidad de las madres para el control CRED; importancia del control CRED. Motivos
de inasistencia para el control CRED: accesibilidad al centro de salud para el CRED; cultura y
habitos de las madres del control CRED; no involucramiento familiar para cumplimiento de
controles CRED; actitudes inadecuadas que generan inseguridad en la madre en el control
CRED; disposicion para participar en controles CRED: experiencias positivas del control
CRED; persistencia comunicacional para cumplir con los controles CRED; educacion a madres
para el cumplimiento oportuno de los controles de CRED. Concluyendo que los motivos para
la asistencia de las madres al CRED estan influenciados por factores como incentivos
econdmicos, experiencias positivas en la atencion, y la aceptacion de la responsabilidad

materna.

Abstract

CRED monitoring in newborns is a determining reason to guarantee healthy growth and
development. The present study aimed to analyze the determining reasons for neonatal growth
and development monitoring in mothers at the Morrope 2024 Health Center. The research was
qualitative with a descriptive design. Data were collected through a semi-structured interview
with 12 mothers of newborns. The sample was delimited by saturation and redundancy criteria,
through non-probability convenience sampling. The data were processed and analyzed using
the thematic content analysis method, with criteria of ethical and scientific rigor. The results
obtained three Categories: reasons for attendance for the CRED control: economic incentive of
the mother for attending the CRED control to cover need; acceptance and commitment of
responsibility of the mothers of the CRED control; importance of the CRED control. Reasons
for non-attendance for the CRED control: accessibility to the health center for the CRED;
Culture and habits of mothers in CRED checkups; lack of family involvement in CRED
checkup compliance; inappropriate attitudes that generate insecurity in mothers during CRED
checkups; willingness to participate in CRED checkups; positive experiences with CRED
checkups; communication persistence to comply with CRED checkups; and education for
mothers on timely CRED checkup compliance. It was concluded that the reasons for mothers'
attendance at CRED checkups are influenced by factors such as incentives, positive experiences
in care, and acceptance of maternal responsibility.

Concluding that the reasons for mothers to attend CRED are influenced by factors such as

economic incentives, positive experiences in care, and acceptance of maternal responsibility.
